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Wet one’s whistle’ refers to nutmeg grater.



Chatter box refers to tobacco boxes. Chatter boxes have been used as a metaphor for 
the following quote ‘A visitor said that the closing of their snuffbox lids made more noise 
than their tongues.’ (Ursula Bourne:5). It was linked with one to the three thousand 

coffee-houses in London during the late 17th century.



Image called ‘Timeflies’ refers to boxes for souvenirs calendars. 
Its corresponding idiom simply says: ‘Timeflies’.   

The drawn imagery on the enamelled ovals could aid the viewer to solve the rebus. 
Solutions are also given by scanning the QR codes, (the latter can be provided if the work 

is selected and shown on the label near the work or on the showcase.
